	This exchange facilitates sending a request for drug testing of a participant in a drug court program.  Exchange partners may include drug courts, drug or alcohol treatment centers, probation departments, and drug or alcohol testing labs.

	Contains information regarding the drug test.

	Message Metadata
	Describes the request or the action of the document.

	Person
	Person information.

	Requesting Agency
	Agency that requests that the court issue a document or initiate an action.

	Requesting Person
	The person requesting a document or action.

	Testing Agency
	Data relating to the drug or medical testing agency responsible for the test.

	Testing Facility
	Data relating to the drug or medical testing facility location.

	The identification of a physical location associated with a person or organization.

	Agency Identifiers
	The identification of the government agency initiating the action.

	A location of an organization.

	Contains information regarding the agency and person requesting receipt of the drug test results.

	Agency Case Identifier
	A unique identifier assigned by an agency (e.g. law enforcement, probation, parole, prosecution) to track a case.

	Agency Code Identifier
	An alphanumeric code used and assigned locally to agencies to uniquely identify them within that jurisdiction.

	Agency Name
	Name of a justice agency (e.g. police department, law firm, court).

	Agency ORI
	A unique identifier assigned to a justice-related organization by the National Crime Information Center. Sometimes referred to as ORI, ORI code, Originating Agency Code.



	Agency Reporting Unit
	Name of a work group or area in a local office.



	Area Code
	A dialing code for a state or province for phone numbers in the USA, Canada, Mexico, and the Caribbean.

	County Name
	The name of the County or Parish.

	Drug Test Cutoff Level
	The threshold for positive results and bio-markers for the drugs or alcohol that were tested.

	Drug Test Location
	The name of the location where the drug or alcohol test will occur.

	Drug Test Method of Reporting
	Text describing the method by which the drug or alcohol test results should be sent to the requestor ( mail, e-mail, fax, etc.)

	Drug Test Request Date
	The date the drug or alcohol test was requested.

	Drug Test Requested
	The type of drugs requested to be tested.

	Drug Test Type
	The type of drug or alcohol test conducted (i.e. screening, collection, validity testing, etc.)

	Drug Test Unit of Measure
	The unit of measure of the drug or alcohol test result (i.e. ng/mL, mg/dL, etc.)

	Email Address
	An email address of a person or organization.

	Employment Identification Number
	A unique identifier assigned to an employee.

	Employment Position Name
	A title related to a person's profession (e.g. District Attorney, Sheriff, Judge ).

	Exchange Date
	Document transmission date.

	Exchange Identifier
	Exchange tracking number.

	Exchange Time
	Document transmission time.

	FBI Number
	A unique number assigned to an individual by the FBI based on submitted fingerprints.

	Fax Number
	A facsimile number of a person or organization.

	First Name
	First or given name of a person.

	Identification Number Type
	The identification type (e.g. passport, driver's license, military ID, state issued identification).

	Inmate Identifier
	A person-based number assigned by the jail or Department of Corrections. This may include an inmate locator identifier.

	Judicial Officer Identifier
	A state or locally generated alphanumeric that is assigned to a judicial officer.

	Last Name
	The last or surname of a person.

	Local Person Identifier
	A unique number assigned to an individual by an agency or local law enforcement based on submitted fingerprints or other less precise methods.

	Location Description
	Captures all non-formatted information to identify a location.  May represent street address and city, direction of travel, mile markers, cross roads, location on body, etc.

	Message Action Code
	Indicates what actions the system should perform on the message (e.g. National Crime Information Center message key).

	Message Type
	The type of message (e.g. Prosecutor Filing, Court Filing, Law Enforcement Filing).

	Middle Name
	Middle name of a person.

	Moniker
	Nickname or alternative identifier.

	Municipality Name
	Name of a city, township, etc.

	Name Prefix
	A title or honorific used by a person (e.g., Dr., Judge, General, Ms.).

	Name Suffix
	A component that is appended after the family name that distinguishes members of a family with the same given, middle, and last name (e.g., Jr, Sr, III), or otherwise qualifies the name (e.g., MD, LLD, PhD).



	Originating Agency ORI
	A unique identifier assigned by the FBI to the agency initiating the exchange.



	Person Full Name
	Full name of a person.  This may be used to accomodate situations where a person may have more than three names.

	Postal Code
	Postal zip code in an address.

	Postbox Number
	PO Box Number.

	Secondary User ID
	A seperate login for an electronic exchange.

	Social Security Number
	A unique identifer assigned to an individual by the Social Security Administration.

	State Code
	Postal Code of the state in an address.

	State ID Number
	A unique number assigned to an individual by a state based on submitted fingerprints.

	Street Name
	A name of a street.

	Street Number
	A number that identifies a particular unit or location within a street.

	Submission Date
	The date that the originating agency sent the exchange.

	Submission Time
	The time that the originating agency sent the exchange.

	Telephone  Number Extension
	Additional numbers to be entered to direct a call to the appropriate place.

	Telephone Number
	A full length telephone identifier.

	User ID
	The User ID on the system originating the exchange.

6.2. Process: 

The Technology Services Division of the National Center for State Courts (NCSC) coordinated the development of this IEPD under a grant issued by the Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA).  NCSC formed a working group consisting of drug court practitioners and technologists as well as private sector experts from vendors oferring technology solutions to drug courts.  Vendor participation was sponsored by the Forum on the Advancement of Court Technology (FACT), which is a division of the National Association of Court Management (NACM).

Before IEPD development, the Drug Court Working Group first drafted and vetted a set of functional requirements of a drug court system.  Most of this initial work was done at the first meeting of the Working Group at NCSC offices in Denver, Colorado in October 2006.  The primary purpose of this exercise was to assist BJA with creating criteria for evaluation of grant applications for drug court systems.  At the second working group meeting (held in Williamsburg, Virginia in November 2006), the group identified key data exchange points that would facilitate more efficient processing in the typical flow of drug court cases.  Two specific exchanges were selected by the group for development of IEPD's under the BJA grant.  The two exchanges selected were both associated with drug court testing because of the high volume and ongoing need for testing during the life of a drug court case.

The first IEPD documents a Drug Test Request, and the second IEPD documents reporting of Drug Test Results.  At the third working group meeting (held in Williamsburg, Virginia in February 2007), the working group identified and vetted elements required for these exchanges and applied definitions that are consistent with use of such elements in most drug courts.  NCSC staff then developed remaining artifacts and vetted thru email and conference calls the resuling IEPD's.
